Administrative Management of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine —
means activities aimed at compre-
hensive support of the life-sustain-
ing functions, operations, and devel-
opment of the AF of Ukraine within
the framework of fulfilling the pri-
mary tasks of state defence policy.

Administrative Movement — is a
